Our volunteer program offers a variety of opportunities to fit all
schedules.  Times can be very flexible and volunteers choose their own
placement.  Specific volunteering opportunities are posted on the
Volunteer Board at the school.

Weekly These volunteers are needed for the same period
Volunteer: of time each week to assist in the classrooms for

specific subjects, such as, reading and math.

Flexible These volunteers are needed once a week (could
Volunteer: be more or less) to assist with on-going activities

that can be worked around the volunteer’s
availability.  (Ex. – assisting the librarian, assisting
the nurse, or helping with classroom organization.)

Special These volunteers are needed for Special Programs
Programs that are connected to the school.  (Ex. – Chess
Volunteer: Club, ELF, assistant coaching, etc.)

Special Events These volunteers are needed for special events
Volunteers: that occur throughout the year. (Ex.- Scholastic

Book Fairs, holiday parties and concerts.)  This
would also include donating crafts, materials or
baked goods.

Enrichment These volunteers may have careers, special train-
Volunteers: ing or materials that can be used to enhance the

classroom.  (Ex. – a one-time presentation in the
classroom.)
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
